renewal cycle. OPR's Detroit Enrolled Practitioner Program 
(EPP) office has stated that all renewals that were timely sub-
mitted were processed by mid-April and that new cards should 
have been in enrolled agents' hands by April 30. Of the 13,000 
renewals, 1,000-1,200 have been stamped "return to sender". 
EAs may have moved during the renewal cycle, some zip codes 
are incorrect, and some addresses are incorrect. 
 
NAEA suggests that if don't have your card or you have re-
ceived a letter indicating that staff in Washington, DC is review-
ing your renewal, then EPP will re-issue a card (or re-send your 
returned mail). In order to avoid delays, send your name, EA 
number, current address and current phone number via one
